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First International Violet Competition

Preliminary

Les Amis de la Violette Association organises and originates an
International Violet Variety and Species Competition with the
objective usually promoting Violet and especially prize-winning
Violets.

All the Genus Viola species and cultivars are involved with this
regulation except for the botanical Section Melanium with the
Pansies.

Rules and Regulations

1.

Every candidate to the competition must have filled the
application and conformed to the current rules and
regulations.

Violets compete in one of the three following classes:
New horticultural cultivar
Exceptional specimen
Wild species

Considering the restraints due to the regulations of border
crossings on one hand, and wild species conservation on
the other hand, the competition can be partly done on the
basis of photographs.

The candidate commits himself to honour the specified
regulations.

When the candidate is not able to show living flowering
plants, he may present two photographs at least:

One photograph of the whole plant and a flower macro-
photograph may allow having an idea of its size.

. The application — even on a photograph — should be

accompanied by a specification sheet on plain unstamped
paper arguing on its horticultural or botanical
characteristics, with creation date, flowering time, criteria
concerning perfume, plant temperament, historical or
geographical origins and every useful additional
information.

Les Amis de la Violette Association recruits an expert jury

accustomed to appreciate competing plants. The jury gets
together examining applications and returns in a verdict
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after having marked various criteria. The jury reserves the
right to refuse applications. An argued answer will be given
to the candidate.

6. Concerning the scoop of this competition, of various
flowering calendars and to allow an important participation,
it has been agreed that just this once the applications will
be received up to the 1% of February 2004.

7. This competition will be established every year. In any
case the calendar will be as follows: the applications will be
received the whole yearlong, the jury could have to
examine a plant at the time when the candidate thinks the
plant is at its optimum. The application closing date will be
fixed in September of every year for the public rewarding in
February at the Festival de la Violette®.

8. The competing Violets will be exhibited to the public within
the Festival de la Violette® framework. Organizers do not
take responsibility in case of theft, disappearance,
damaging, which could affect displayed Violets.

9. Awarded Violets will be attributed by Les Amis de la
Violette Association:
The Gold Medal certificate
The Silver Medal certificate
A certificate of Merit.
In addition to these rewards, the “special Prize of the City
of Toulouse” can be offered.

10.The receiver may make use of the awards at his
convenience including commercial purposes (favouring the
awarded variety or wild plant photograph sales, writing
articles, displaying his plant award in a catalogue etc.)

11.Les Amis de la Violette Association reserves the right to
change the current regulations and rules right from the first
international competition.

Information :

Candidate:

Every natural person or legal entity may compete as:
Amateur, professional, nursery, laboratory, association,
institution, school, etc. it being agreed that it will be done
no distinction due to the title by the jury.

Classes:

“New violet cultivar”:
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Agreed that a “new violet cultivar” is all horticultural variety
created after the nineties (1990). In this particular instance,
for the first competition edition, and allowing letting be
known the new varieties selected in the obscurity (still
unknown) the candidates may present varieties created
between 1990 and 2002. In the future, only the varieties
created in the two years before the competition will be
authorized to participate. As every (horticultural) cultivar,
the Distinction — Uniformity — Stability criteria will be
checked for two years.

“Exceptional Specimen”:

An “Exceptional Specimen” is all violet horticultural variety
created before 1990, but if possible much older, which can
be noteworthy at least on a particular point argued into the
competition filling by the candidate.

For instance:

Showing an old variety, which was thought lost, note
worthily well bred specimen, which will offer a perfect
shape, especially very floriferous; presentation of
specimens grown in accordance to the old “tree-violet”
technique; very well executed presentation in an original
container improving the plant value, possibly embellished
in an arrangement.

N.B. This class could allow revealing non-stable plants or
other news varieties that could not correspond to the
Distinction — Uniformity — Stability criteria of a genuine
cultivar.

“Violet wild species” class:
We call “Violet wild species” all Viola (see preliminary) that
the candidate will present with photograph or cultivated
when the legal regulations allow it (see 3 & 4).

- ‘Camille’. Viola odorata roses seedling, 2002 Its colour is beginning
dark grey towards blue and wiolet and ends pinkish. This coloration wvaries with the
weather, but its perfume is always strong. Mamed in the honour of a friend boy and a
friend girl - Camille is a boy or girl Christian name - and

- 'La Valade' Ancther Viola odorata rosea seedling, 2002 Weined white,
splashed with light pink. Flowering is similar to a Four-season wiolet. More faithful colour
as her sister. Mamed after its birth place. Tested to a forcing culture.

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Mr. Rob PEACE, a grower from Ashwood, Victona, Australia, showed a
photograph of:

- Viola fuscoviolacea’ an Australian native species with the particularity
to be the world smallest known Viola, and

- 'Doreen’, (Feace 2001), a Viola odorata cultivar, derived from 'Lydia
Groves' through Bridport seedling, pale pink with darker centre.

Mr. Clive W, GROVES, a well-known grower in England, introduces
some new plants of Viola odorata species:

-'Lydia’s Legacy’, "(Groves, 15999 'Lydia Groves' sport). Bright cerise
sometimes splashed with purple”

- 'Becky Groves' "(Groves, 2000). Pale to mid-pink, deeper centre”

- 'Diana Groves' "(Groves 1998, chance seedling). Large claret-red flow-
erg”

- 'Annie’ "(C WY Groves & Son, Bridport, Dorset, 2001, Small to me-
dium-sized flowers of carming, deeper at upper centre of middle lower petal. Slightly
more purple than 'Perle Rose' and a much longer flowering season”

- 'Dawnie’, Groves 2004, almost identical in habit to "Annie’, from which
this sport came, wigorous and florferous in an attractive amethyst shade. First ever
showingin Toulouse,

Some Groves wvariety descriptions (*") come from Violets, the History &

Mrs. Marianne BEADERSCHTER from Zurich, Switzerland, Violet grower
with 20 000 flowering plants in Switzerland, offered an old and confirmed German wvariety
and a subspecies of Viola odorala

- 'Kénigin Charlotte’, i'\ilhelm Gerst in Bietegheim . First description on
September Sth 1892, Improvement of the small flower old variety Augusta, Die Garten-
welt 19071, 1904, 1921, 1931, Mdéller's Deutsche Ganner-Seitung 1900, 1902, Gartner-
barse+Gartenwelt 181984, 2411986, Viola - Veilchen Stiefmitterchen, Hornveilchen
(Wiolets, Pansies, Horn-Violets), of Fritz Kahlein. Edition Eugen Ulmer, Stuttgart 1999 )
and

- Viola odorata albiflora, a \Vio!a with white flowers.

Mme Mathalie CASEBAS from Villaudric, close to Toulouse, France and
holder of the French national collection of old viclets cultivars gave three varieties of Vi-
ola odorata:

- ‘Marie-Rose’, (Fierre Barandou seedling of Princesse de Galles,
around 19907 This variety was first delicate, difficult and sensitive, but after its acclimati-
Zation, it can be considered as a good cultivar. Nathalie named it "Marie-REose' to honour
the memory of her grandmother with the consent of Pierre. Flowering as a Four-season
violet from September to March. The flowers are wvery large with wide, waved, and bright
petals. Finally, a wvery sturdy plant

- King of the Doubles’. The flowers are semi-double. Central corolla is
white and blue whereas external corolla is dark blue. Very long stallk, lasting and gener-
ous floweering. Unknown origin

- 'Countess of Shaftesbury’ "scented semi-double hardy wiolet, (Kettle,
1928 'Princesse de Galles’ seedling). Mid-blue long stems, ideal for picking. One of the
most beautiful wiolets in cultivation in recent years. Listed in the early 19605 and after
years of absence, these plants are again available in limited quantities” (Id. Description
from Mr Koy E. Coombs, 2nd Edition 2003 by B T Batsford.
